The course is offered as an elective discipline within the frame of the academic program "Gender Studies" at the Faculty of Sociology at the second-cycle (MA) level

· basic principles and main characteristics of the genderlects;

· the sociolinguistic methodological approach

· gender discourse-analysis;
· team-work on research and presenting results during the class debates session.

· use the common sense knowledge, mass media proceedings and scholarly publications to develop knowledge in own field of study.

Course content
The course introduces topical issues in theoretical and practical sociolinguistic research on gender. The course explores central questions and themes that have been critically raised by researchers and activists in the field. The methodological framework is developed within the frame of the gender, sociolinguistic, socio-cultural analysis, post-colonial and feminist theories and methods. The course starts with theoretical account of the reproduction gender order via language strategies. Interpretation of the sociolinguistic gender pattern by P.Trudgill, L.Milroy, W.Labov’s index system. The prestige-based approach, the power-based approach (D.Cameron, P.Eckert). The “Cultural Difference” approach (D.Tannen). The “Female deficit” approach (R.Lakoff). The “dominance” theory (N.Henley, Ch.Kramarae). More specifically, the course will examine the following aspects or themes: the reproducing patriarchate via language; androcentrism of Ukrainian and other languages; patrilineality and patronymic naming system; heteronormativity in public and academic discourse; sexism as a language phenomenon; types of disrcriminatory writing and the principles of non-discriminatory language (especially gender-neutral, non-gender specific or inclusive language). 
Course design

First, from the teaching strategy and philosophy it is designed as a skills-based teaching & learning course. The course designed as a combination of lectures, workshops and practicums. The workshops and practicums will focus on different themes that will be treated in depth Students will be encouraged to search for information, and to analyze and present some problems themselves. Second, the course is based within the frame of the Research-based approach, so the content of the course is being opened to discuss the most resent topical issues in linguistic and sociological empiric research within the theme. The course is focused on analysis of the most recent publications in monographers and peer-reviewed journals in order to include MA students into the most contentious enquiry within current academic debates based on the recent research results.

Assessment

Assessment is based on:

• active participation in workshops, practical assignments 

• oral presentations, individually and in groups mini-projects
• written examination.

Re-examination is offered after the end of the course. If necessary, a second reexamination

is arranged at a later date.
Grades

Marking scale: Fail, E, D, C, B, A. The grades awarded are A, B, C, D, E or Fail. The highest grade is A and the lowest passing grade is E. The grade for a non-passing result is Fail. The student’s performance is assessed with reference to the learning outcomes of the course. For the grade of E the student must show acceptable results. For the grade of D the student must show satisfactory results. For the grade of C the student must show good results. For the grade of B the student must show very good results. For the grade of A the student must show excellent results. For the grade of Fail the student must have shown unacceptable results. At the start of the course students are informed about the learning outcomes stated in the syllabus and about the grading scale and how it is applied in the course.
