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General information
The course is offered as a compulsory discipline within the frame of the academic program "Gender Studies" at the Faculty of Sociology at the second-cycle (MA) level.
Language of instruction: Ukrainian and / or English

Knowledge and understanding of
· methodological principles and procedures for obtaining knowledge in basic sociological paradigms;

· conceptual framework and the substantive specificity of basic sociological paradigms;

· cognitive potential of the main sociological paradigms in dealing with practical tasks.
Competence and skills in 
· understanding and explaining social problems through the selection appropriate methods and conceptual framework of sociological paradigms for different types of research questions; 

· writing analytical report based on theoretical considerations of sociological paradigms, empirically observable measures and viable research questions
· argument and support one's research paradigmatic orientation.
Judgment and Approach to
· critical thinking and analysis of research results based on principals and  conceptual framework of different sociological paradigms;
· demonstrate reflexivity and social awareness in planning, executing and

appraising research projects in the Social Sciences.

Course content
The course deals with theoretical and methodological aspects of main paradigms in the social sciences. The course starts with theoretical and methodological issues, to introduce the main approaches to the classification of research paradigms in the social sciences. One of the focus is reveal to conceptual frameworks and methodological specifics of research paradigms in social sciences. The course deals with such paradigms as positivism, interpretative and critical approaches, integration of paradigms attempts in contemporary sociological theory. Illustrative examples given at lectures and practical tasks connect mentioned methods with the specificity of Ukrainian society and its most urgent problems.   
Course design
First, from the teaching strategy and philosophy it is designed as a skills-based teaching & learning course. The course designed as a combination of lectures, seminars and practicum. Lectures introduce core concepts by drawing on course literature and the accumulated experience of the teacher. Seminars are organized around structured feedback and peer review. The form of Practicum is seen as an adequate to MA-level studentship with the less time for lecturing and most time for the students in-class and out-of-class activities. Second, the course is based within the frame of the Research-based approach, so the  content of the course is being designed as flexible to students’ research interests, from the one hand, and as open to discuss the most resent topical issues in sociological empiric research within the theme, from the other hand. The course is focused on analysis of the most recent publications in English-language sociological peer-reviewed journals in order to include MA students into the most contentious enquiry within current academic debates based on the recent research results.

Assessment
Assessment is based on:

• active participation in seminars, practical assignments 

• final research project, oral presentations, individually and in groups debate session

• written examination.

Re-examination is offered after the end of the course. If necessary, a second reexamination

is arranged at a later date.
Grades
Marking scale: Fail, E, D, C, B, A. The grades awarded are A, B, C, D, E or Fail. The highest grade is A and the lowest passing grade is E. The grade for a non-passing result is Fail. The student’s performance is assessed with reference to the learning outcomes of the course. For the grade of E the student must show acceptable results. For the grade of D the student must show satisfactory results. For the grade of C the student must show good results. For the grade of B the student must show very good results. For the grade of A the student must show excellent results. For the grade of Fail the student must have shown unacceptable results. At the start of the course students are informed about the learning outcomes stated in the syllabus and about the grading scale and how it is applied in the course.
