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General Information The course is offered as a compulsory course within the Master of Science Program in Gender Studies. 

Language of instruction: Ukrainian or English
Main field of studies: Sociology
Learning outcomes

Knowledge and understanding

On completion of the course, students will be able to understand, and critically review gender issues in education in Ukraine and other countries. And will help to develop tolerant view on the people’s diversity

Competence and skills 

On completion of the course, students shall be able to apply the techniques of the feminist approach to teaching, and to give a critical assessment of the gender order in the education sphere of Ukraine and other countries.

Judgement and approach 

On completion of the course, students shall be able to identify and critically reflect on gender inequalities in education and use the gender sensitive approach to teaching 

Course content 

The course provides students with core knowledge about history and current state of gender issues in education (preschool, school, higher education and sabbath-schools) in Ukraine and other countries. In particularly students will consider such topics as:  gender inequality in access to education, its roots and effects, gender stereotypes and segregation within education, gendered professional education etc. They will learn about the role of feminism in the establishment of equal access of women and men to education, gender aspect of laws in educational sphere.  They will learn the basics of feminist pedagogy and practice them. Students will get acquainted with the international comparative studies that include questions related to gender and education and to use this data for further knowledge development within the field of gender studies. 

Course design 

The course is based on a combination of lectures and seminars. Students make oral presentations at seminars based on the literature recommended in the course and selected by themselves on different topics. Main activity at seminars are discussions and role-playing games. At the end of the course students will present essays (up to 15 pages) on the actual problems of gender and education based on their own desk researches.

Assessment 

Reading the material for class is equally important as the taking part in conversation that takes place in the classroom.  This course assumes that students are in class regularly and engaged with the subject matter.
Assessment is based on: 

· participation in seminars 

· oral presentations and discussions 

· essay at the end of the course 

· written examinations in the form of papers. 

Grades 

Marking scale: Fail, E, D, C, B, A. The grades awarded are A, B, C, D, E or Fail. The highest grade is A and the lowest passing grade is E. The grade for a non-passing result is Fail. The student’s performance is assessed with reference to the learning outcomes of the course. For the grade of E the student must show acceptable results. For the grade of D the student must show satisfactory results. For the grade of C the student must show good results. For the grade of B the student must show very good results. For the grade of A the student must show excellent results. For the grade of Fail the student must have shown unacceptable results. At the start of the course students are informed about the learning outcomes stated in the syllabus and about the grading scale and how it is applied in the course.
